MAKING A DIFFERENCE:  For our students AND our community!
Your contributions allow our American Humanics Program to remain part of the national American Humanics alliance, preparing individuals to strengthen and lead nonprofit, Community Benefit Organizations through our engaged programs and courses, including:
AH Student Philanthropy Project provides hands-on experiences in philanthropy and leadership by allowing students to develop contacts with community benefit organizations, assess community needs, and learn how to request and evaluate funding proposals.  More than 100 students have awarded $29,000 to ten different organizations from 2007-2010, including Boys & Girls Clubs of Fresno County, Fresno Institute For Urban Leadership,  Fresno Interdenominational Refugee Ministries, RiverTree Volunteers, and Valley Teen Ranch.
 

Grant Writing Projects allow students to help research and prepare grant proposals that, through 2010, have brought over $2.1 million to community benefit organizations in our region.  AH Internships allow for 300 hours of supervised internship with a nonprofit, community benefit organization.
AH Sustainable Partnerships Project fosters collaboration, civic engagement, entrepreneurship, and leadership by applying a team-centered, case-management approach to provide students with experience in nonprofit management consulting while working to enhance the capacity, governance and sustainability of San Joaquin Valley Community Benefit Organizations.
To date, 115 students from 23 different majors at Fresno State have completed American Humanics National Certification in Management and Leadership for Community Benefit Organizations, and 75% of them are employed (most of them locally) with nonprofit and public service organizations.
